NOTICE OF RACE
  This is a qualifying event for the Speedsails GP14 Grand Prix and the Scottish & Borders Travellers Circuit.
1 RULES 

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 

1.2 The RYA prescriptions to the Racing Rules of Sailing will apply. 

1.3 The Sailing Instructions will apply. 

1.4 Racing rule 40 will be changed – Use of personal buoyancy. When on the water competitors shall wear adequate personal 

buoyancy. Wet suits and dry suits are not adequate personal buoyancy. 

2 ADVERTISING 

 Advertising will be restricted in accordance with Class Association Rules. 

3 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

3.1 The Regatta is open to boats of the GP14 class. 

3.2 Eligible boats may enter at Arran Yacht Club between 09.00hrs and 12.00hrs on 17th September 

3.3 Helms shall be members of the GP14 Association. 

 3.4 Competitors shall declare their fleet grading when entering. The following guidelines shall be applied: 
 Gold Fleet: a competitor with a track record in the previous 2 seasons of winning an area championship and/or a top 5 position in an Inland championship and/or a top 10 position in a UK National Championship or a competitor 

who feels they should be in this fleet. 

  Silver Fleet: a competitor with a track record in the previous 2 seasons of a top half position in an area, and/or Inland 

championship and/or UK National Championship. 

  Bronze Fleet: a competitor who doesn’t fit either Gold or Silver categories.
4  FEES 

The entry fee is £27. This includes Saturday afternoon tea, Saturday evening meal, Sunday lunch and the GP14 Association Grand Prix levy. 

5 SCHEDULE 

5.1 Six races are scheduled. 

5.2 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race on Saturday 17th September is 1300. 

 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race on Sunday 18th September is 1000. The warning signal for the last race will not be after 1300 in order to leave adequate time to catch the 1640 ferry from Brodick 

6 MEASUREMENTS 

 Each boat shall provide a valid measurement certificate. 

7 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

 The sailing instructions will be available after 09.00hrs on 17th September at Arran Yacht Club 
8 VENUE 

Racing will take place At Arran Yacht Club in Lamlash Bay, with boat launching from the slips at Lamlash Old Pier. 

9 THE COURSES 

 The courses to be sailed are described in the Sailing Instructions. 

10 PENALTY SYSTEM 

10.1 The penalties are as detailed in RRS 44 except that rule 44.3 will not apply. 

10.2 The Exoneration penalty (and the Advisory Hearing and RYA Arbitration procedures) of the RYA Rules Disputes Procedures will be available. 

11 SCORING 

11.1 The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply. 

11.2 2 races are required to be completed to constitute a series. 

11.3 When 3 races or fewer have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. 

 When 4 or 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score. 

 When 6 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores. 

12 RADIO COMMUNICATION 

 Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not 

available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones. 

13 PRIZES 

 Prizes will be awarded to the leading helm and crew and to a number of other boats at the discretion of the organisers. 

14 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 

 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organising authority will not 

accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after 

the regatta. 

15 INSURANCE 

 Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £2 million per event 

or the equivalent.
